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Abstract

This article examines the process of formation and development of the theory of multimodal argumentation as a new and
promising direction in linguistics. The aim of this study is to describe the process of development of the theory of multimodal
argumentation. The theory of multimodal argumentation is a relatively new theory, which appeared in the early 90s of the XX
century. Its empirical basis is the theory of visual argumentation, which was developed in the 50-60s of the XX century, the
theory of new rhetoric by H. Perelman and L. Olbrecht-Tyteca, as well as the scientific work of M. A. Gilbert "Multimodal
Argumentation", which formulates the foundations of the theory of multimodal argumentation. To date, this direction is
promising for research, but faces the problems characteristic of new, just emerging sciences.
