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Abstract

The article examines political media framing as a tool for managing the recipient's understanding of the message, used by
media actors to promote their ideologically biased interpretation of events. A frame is defined in science as a structure for
representing knowledge, which ensures the activation of a certain interpretative scheme in the recipient's mind. Political media
framing consists in purposeful accentuation of certain components of an event in the angle necessary for the interpreter. On the
material of headline complexes of news agencies Reuters, Assosiated Press, Bloomberg and other Western mainstream media
the features of political framing of the preliminary results of voting in the Russian presidential elections in March 2024 are
traced. The main frame "autocracy” and its structural components are explicated, the type of the frame is established, the
linguistic means of its actualization are described. They include lexical-semantic, logical-syntactic and other means and
techniques. The questions of the functions of the header complex are also addressed, their shift from informing to
understanding management is noted. It is concluded that the Western mainstream media are clearly tendentious in promoting
the narrative of demonization of Russia and its political leader.
