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Abstract

The aim of this study is to examine the implementation of the conceptual essence of the toponym Brussels in
contemporary British socio-political discourse (SPD).

The material of the study was the texts of British media and the British National Corpora (BNC), selected by random
sampling.

The relevance of this study is conditioned by the factors of the current situation in world politics, as well as by the
linguistic factors that determine the formation of views on European politics by different national discourses, in particular, the
British socio-political discourse. The qualitative content analysis explored the implementation of the representation of the
toponym-concept "Brussels" in the British SPD. At the next stage, quantitative analysis of the identified types of interpretation
was carried out in order to determine the connotative aspect of the studied concept in the British socio-political discourse. It is
concluded that at the present stage in the British SPD there are traditional cognitive metaphors: "Artefact metaphor",
"Sociomorphic metaphor", "Anthropomorphic metaphor", "Personification", "Natural metaphor"; and also, "Space metaphor".
It has been established that the negative connotation prevails in the British SPD, which expresses the attitude to Brussels as an
enemy, rival, competitor.
