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Abstract

According to G. Lakoff and M. Johnson, human consciousness is metaphorical in nature, which is one of the most
important ideas of cognitive linguistics. The article discusses the basic concepts of cognitive linguistics — conceptualization
and conceptual (cognitive) metaphor (model). The aim of the paper is to analyse the conceptual metaphors of FIRE presented
in blog posts on the topic of Australian fires. The leading method of the research is conceptual-taxonomic analysis. The
analysis of 66 representations of the conceptual metaphors of FIRE showed that it is possible to identify two basic conceptual
metaphors: FIRE — LIVING BEING and FIRE — INANIMATE BEING. These basic models can be further transformed into
more specific ones. The emotional colouring of these conceptual metaphors varies from neutral to strongly negative.
