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Abstract

Media discourse serves as the primary channel for influencing global audiences through information. The development of
globalisation is largely shaped by American impact. The article examines the dynamics of the representation of the American
mass media concept ‘STATE’ from the perspective of a cognitive-linguistic synergetic approach, viewed diachronically. The
study identifies the distinctive traits of the representation of the mass media concept ‘STATE’ for each period (1995-1997,
2005-2007, 2015-2017). The research results have significant practical value; in particular, the materials from this work can
be used in the development and teaching of courses on American media discourse studies, intercultural communication, media
linguistics, diachronic and corpus linguistics.
