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SPECIFICS OF GILES LYTTON STRACHEY’S "NEW BIOGRAPHY" GENRE IN THE WORK "ELIZABETH
AND ESSEX: ATRAGIC HISTORY" AND THE PORTRAYAL OF ROBERT DEVEREUX IN IT
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Abstract

The article analyses the genre characteristics of G. Lytton Strachey’s "new biography" through the specific portrayal of the
Earl of Essex, identifying the distinctive traits of the author’s style and its expression in the work "Elizabeth and Essex: A
Tragic History". The subject of the study is the characteristics of the image of Robert Devereux. The aim of the research is to
examine the genre of the new biography and the ways in which it manifests itself in the work of Giles Lytton Strachey. The
study uses biographical and cultural-contextual methods, as well as hermeneutic and literary analysis. The research material is
Giles Lytton Strachey’s biography "Elizabeth and Essex: A Tragic History". The characteristic traits of the author’s style are
identified, including the figurative nature of the language, the abundance of comparisons, irony and sarcasm, and a conclusion
is made about the author’s aims. G. Lytton Strachey acts as an active narrator rather than an indifferent outside observer; his
main aim is to portray his protagonist not as a historical monument, but as a living, real, emotional personality. The practical
significance of this work lies in the complex analysis of Lytton Strachey’s innovative approach in the context of the work
"Elizabeth and Essex: A Tragic History".
