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Abstract

The relevance of the study is due to the importance of political rhetoric as a tool for shaping public opinion and
influencing international processes. In today’s media landscape, the statements of political leaders are the subject of intense
scrutiny, and their interpretation plays a significant role in the perception of political events and in shaping the international
agenda and the image of politicians. Donald Trump, as one of the most controversial figures in world politics, uses the tactic of
accusation as a means of influencing opponents and the electorate. An analysis of this tactic makes it possible to identify the
key mechanisms of political argumentation and the strategic traits of cross-linguistic communication in the sphere of
international politics.
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The aim of the work is to examine the rhetorical accusational strategies used by Donald Trump in his interviews and
speeches.

The novelty lies in the fact that, for the first time, a pattern has been identified in the use of objectification techniques
within the context of confrontational accusational tactics in Donald Trump’s speeches and interviews.

The theoretical significance of the research is that it contributes to the development of pragmalinguistics, the study of
speech strategies and tactics.

The practical significance consists in the possibility of using the obtain results for scientific and educational purposes.

The accusatory speech strategy is manifested through two rhetorical devices: ‘explicit accusation’ and ‘implicit
accusation’.

In 2016, Donald Trump’s speeches were dominated by the rhetorical device of ‘explicit accusation’, using direct
statements, evaluative vocabulary, contrasts and repetitions. By 2024, the balance had shifted towards implicit accusations,
relying on metaphors, irony and subtext. In 2025, explicit forms once again dominated in interviews, reflecting the genre-
specific nature of more direct communication with journalists.
