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Abstract

The article discloses the concept of deep practice (deliberate practice, targeted practice, error-focused practice), which is
increasingly used in the study of various disciplines, including English. The aim of the article is to analyse the rules and
possibilities of application of this concept in English studies and to present practical results in this area. In particular, the article
demonstrates the results of applying the chunking method to improve essay writing skills in English, in terms of improving the
work with grammatical forms. Based on the latest research in the field and practical experience, the article proves that mistakes
when trying to master the English language are inevitable and that difficulties are even necessary to improve the effectiveness
of its mastering.
