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Abstract

The article describes the estimated features of the concept of “strangeness/unusualness” and its representatives on the
material of modern English-language media. Particular attention is paid to axiological analysis, through which the inextricable
connection of the three binding components “evaluation, value and context” is reflected, and the result of the study reveals that
in the axiosphere of the English language picture of the world, the concept of “strangeness/unusualness” and its representatives
in most cases of use have an explicit negative axiological status, which depends on the value preferences of the language
personality. Together, subjective and objective value priorities reveal the national-specific features of modern English-speaking
society.
