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Abstract

The article is dedicated to the study of linguistic means used in modern English-language media to discredit the image of
Russia and its leader. The work is based on corpus linguistics data, the author used Mark E. Davis' macro corpus, News on the
Web, which is a collection of Internet news materials for the period from 2010 to 2023. In the course of the study, the author
analysed collocations of negative and evaluative nature, which create a certain negative image in the mass reader of Western
countries. The object of the study is the units dictator and propaganda, dominating among the lexical means of implementing
the strategy of discrediting. In the process of the study, the author also refers to the dictionary definitions of these words to
confirm the negative connotation. The results of the work show that over the last two years, collocations with Russian-oriented
negative vocabulary used by various online news platforms have increased significantly. In the vast majority of English-
language news contexts, the Russian president is presented in the discrediting image of a dictator, and the Russian political
course is viewed with disapproval, condemnation, and is assessed as deliberately false and threatening. The strategy of
discrediting is used by Western authors in order to form a one-sided, biased opinion about Russia and its president among mass
readers and is widely used as a means of manipulating Western society.
